Langb6s Horse and Pony Farm has been-roundtrad us
riding facility. We are not a public campground. In camping terms, we would be considered
Arusticodo camping.

The farm does have two covered wagons which have bunks for sleeping. Each wagon is divid
into two rooms and each room holds six campers. Full capacity is 24 campers.

We have ample room for tent camping near the covered wagons.
There is a picnic area with picnic tables, and a beautiful metal fire pit with benches right near tli

wagons. The fire pit is overlooking one of our lakes, and makes a great recreation spot for eve
bonfires, meetings, or just social time.

Campers are responsible for packing in all necessary supplies, including flashlight, bug spray,
crate mattress (necessary in covered wagons), sleeping bag, pillow, several changes of clothe
medications, etc.

A short walk through the campground and across this
wooden bridge leads you to the camp kitchen and the
dining tents.

The kitchen has freezer, and refrigeration space. Plus,
a microwave, gas griddle, and gas range with oven.
There is electric service to the kitchen if you want to
plug in crock pots or roaster ovens.

Each group wanting to use the kitchen will pay $40 per
day for use, and a $50 cleaning fee if it is left dirty.

Behind the kitchen is the dishwashing station. There
will be water for dish washing, but you will need to
provide cooking water. Or we can provide a bottle of
Culligan water for $7 for 5 gallons.

We recommend bringing table clothes for the picnic
tables, but this is not required.

There are igloos which you can use to serve water or
punch. Ice for the drinks is not provided.

Rustic Outdoor Cooking Option

This will be a little more rustic, but a great way to
make it a true outdoor park adventure.

A small tent can be set up next to the campground
picnic facility. Your group will need to provide
coolers with ice to keep food cold.

A BBQ can be used to cook meals

There is no charge for the BBQ, you just need to
bring your own briquettes and starting material
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All eating can be done in the eating area, there
is seating for 50 campers.




This picnic facility is available for overnight campers to use as a
group meeting place, or you can eat here.

Not pictured are our bathroom facilities. We have two pit toilets in the main parking lot. All other locations
are served by porta toilets. We have hand washing stations at all restroom locations.

We also have a shower facility with hot water and four shower stalls. Campers need to bring all toiletries in-
cluding soap, towels, etc. We charge $5.00 per shower.
